GENERAL INFORMATION & AGREEMENT

Please read the following information carefully and sign the Harvest Fest Agreement.

By signing the agreement, you acknowledge that you have thoroughly read and agree to the following regulations:
1) Please supply tablecloths, signage and visual displays for booth as desired (no electrical signs allowed please).
2) You keep all proceeds from your sales, price your items accordingly.  

3)  RAIN OR SHINE Harvest Fest will be held unless deemed unsafe by City or County officials. No “Rain Date”. 
4) FESTIVAL ATTENDANCE. We are expecting attendance to be greater than last year.  We estimate 4000 people attended last year. 
5) A 10’ x 10” (approximate) space will be provided to each paid vendor. If you are requesting electricity on your application you must supply your own heavy duty outdoor extension cord (maximum four plugs per booth).  PLEASE DO NOT OVERLOAD OUTLETS.
6) Check in at the information tent at intersection of Court Street and Park Avenue beginning at 8 a.m. Setup must be completed by 9:30 a.m. When unloading your vehicle, pull close to your booth space to let another car pass. Quickly unload, move vehicle to a designated vendor lot, and return to set-up booth. All vehicles should be off festival site by 9:15 a.m.
7) Booth assignments and unloading instructions will be available prior to the event. Many factors are considered when assigning location; such as, electricity needs, tent/covering, type of vendor, and date of application submission.  BEST EFFORTS ARE MADE TO ACCOMMODATE ALL VENDORS; HOWEVER, THE PRIMARY GOAL IS A GOOD EXPERIENCE FOR FESTIVAL GOERS. 
8) All booths must be ready by 9:30am. You MUST keep your booth open from 10 a.m. to 4 p.m. Please do not begin breaking down booths prior to 4 p.m.

9) At the festival end, please do not bring your vehicle onto the festival site until your booth is completely broken down and you are ready to load.  In no circumstance will vehicles be allowed in festival site during the festival.  This is a major safety concern. 
10) All trash, papers or boxes must be placed in dumpster located in allies and in public parking lot beside railroad tracks.
11) Please park only in the assigned lot (Library Lot) so closer parking is open for festival-goers.

12 The City of Calhoun, Downtown Development Authority, any board member, or employee will not be responsible for the loss or damage of merchandise.

13) This event does not allow alcohol of any kind for sale, distribution or consumption. 

14) Liability Waiver and Release: The undersigned does discharge, release and hold harmless Harvest Fest 2011 ( as well as the City of Calhoun, and any person or organization affiliated with the festival) for loss, theft, damage, destruction or non-delivery of  goods, display material or any other effects; or for any injury to himself/herself, or employees in the event area.   I also grant permission to the event to use photographs taken of my booth during the show for promotion of future events.  Management reserves the right to remove any exhibitor causing problems to fellow exhibitors, the public, or management.  Management    reserves the right to make final interpretation of all rules. 

All FOOD VENDORS must have at least one representative attend a pre-festival meeting at the Depot for health and safety instructions. The meeting will last approximately thirty minutes. The date is Wednesday, October 17, 2011 at 5:00 p.m.  
By reading this information and signing this Agreement, you are agreeing to abide by all rules and regulations set forth by the event organizers in the 2011 Harvest Fest of Calhoun and made a part hereof by reference.
