a. Review request to approve and authorize two City right-of-way agreements with DOT, one for a deceleration lane on S.R. 136 connector at S.R. 156, and one for a right turn lane on S. R. 156 at C. L. Moss Parkway – Peterson.  (If approved, motion is needed to authorize Mayor to sign right-of-way agreements.)

b. First reading of the request of Joe M. Stepp as agent for Ismail and Myrtle Esener to rezone Tract 4, 1.04 acres north of Echota Baptist Church, south of Red Bud Road, west of College Street, from Industrial to C-2 for retail development.  Request includes a variance request to waive the rear setback to the retaining wall currently in place, due to the shape of the lot and to the fact that the property is bound on all sides by streets.
