A request for a 9-foot zoning variance by Jimmy Knight to allow construction of a sunroom at the southeast portion of the house at 139 Alyssa Lane.

A request by G. Bonner Development Company, Inc. for zoning of R-1B and annexation of approximately 7 acres adjoining Devonwood and Towne Lake Ridge.  The application includes two variance requests as follows:
a)
A reduction of minimum lot widths from 90 feet to 75 feet for lots 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 16, 17, 18, 19, 20 and 21, and a reduction in cul-de-sac width of 5 feet for lots 10 and 13; and
b)
A variance on the allowable lot yield of 21 for the development to 23 lots.
