Request to ratify two emergency purchases for which time did not allow lengthy advertisement and formal bid processes:
1)
Cast iron pipe for Phase II of the South Sewer Interceptor Project.  Prior to signing of the contract amendment by Butch Thompson Enterprises, Inc., the contractor’s pipe supplier notified tem of a 17% price increase.  Following discussion with contractor, the contractor was willing to delete the pipe from the contract and allow the city to purchase, saving taxes and reducing the effect of the price increase.  However, the project is on a very fast schedule for a new industry and regular bidding processes would affect the schedule.  Emergency processes allow faxed proposals for the pipe in a timely manner.

The road improvements at Curtis Parkway previously delayed due to right-of-way procurement required prompt action following procurement and prior to the start of school.  The work was scheduled with Northwest Georgia Paving, Inc., which currently has the roadwork bid for various Gordon County projects.  The project cost approximately $283,000.00.
