The race request would occur Saturday May 10, 2014 beginning at 8:00am.  The one mile race will be hosted by the Calhoun Recreation Department on their walking trail.  The 5K race begins at the Recreation Department and follows Recreation Drive, right on McDaniel Station Road, crosses Hwy 53 spur to Harris Beamer Road, turn right on Beamer Road, turn left onto Koufax Drive, turn left back onto Beamer Road, cross back over Hwy 53 spur into the Recreation walking trail.  The 10K race begins at the Recreation Department and follows Recreation Drive, right on McDaniel Station Road, crosses Hwy 53 spur to Harris Beamer Road, turn right on Hwy 156 (W. Line Street), turn right onto New Zion Road, turn right onto Madison Drive, right onto Gilmore Circle, right back onto Madison Drive, right back onto New Zion Road, left onto Beamer Road, cross back over Hwy 53 spur into the Recreation walking trail. (subject to GDOT approval for state routes and subject to Gordon County Commission approval for County Roads)
