The 5K race begins at the Recreation Department and follows Recreation Drive, left on McDaniel Station Road, right on Hwy 53, right on Maplewood Drive, left onto Greenbriar Circle, continue on Forest Heights Drive, right on Hwy 53 spur, and ending at the Recreation Department.  The 10K race runs the same 5K route and continues down Hwy 53 spur, left on McConnell Road, right onto W. Line Street, right onto S. River Street, and turn right onto Recreation Drive. (subject to GDOT approval for state routes)

B. First reading of an ordinance change to amend Article X: Sign Ordinance.  Changes include clarification for treatment of “bench” structures and to establish a Highway Interstate Exchange (HIE) zone.  Eligible for a public hearing on April 14th.
