C. Tabled item: Mauldin Road Water Treatment Plant Improvements- Bids were received on March 4, 2014. The apparent low bidder was Lakeshore Engineering, LLC with a bid of $4,754,000. This was $1,254,000 over the estimated cost. The cost was negotiated down to $3,869,860. The project consist of concrete repairs for each basin, concrete repairs for each gravity flocculator, a flow control system, plate settlers in each basin, wooden baffles in each flocculator, wooden baffles in each basin, and a sludge collection system. This project is one of the proposed projects under the GEFA/SRF Loan No. 13-003.
