A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF CALHOUN APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING EXECUTION, BY THE MAYOR, OF AN INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT BETWEEN GORDON COUNTY AND CERTAIN MUNICIPALITIES OF A COUNTY ONE PERCENT SPECIAL PURPOSE LOCAL OPTION SALES AND USE TAX ENACTED PURSUANT TO O.C.G.A. SECTION 48-8-110 ET.SEQ.; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES. 





	WHEREAS, O.C.G.A. Section 48-8-110 et seq. authorizes the imposition of a one percent county special purpose local option sales and use tax (SPLOST) for the purposes outlined in the above-referenced code section(s) of financing capital outlay projects to be owned or operated by Gordon County, the City of Calhoun, the City of Fairmount, the City of Plainville, the City of Ranger, and/or the City of Resaca; and 


	WHEREAS, Gordon County, the City of Calhoun, the City of Fairmount, the City of Plainville, the City of Ranger, and the City of Resaca desire to utilize the proceeds of a SPLOST for one or more of the purposes authorized under O.C.G.A. Section 48-8-111(a)(I). 


	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and City Council of Calhoun, Georgia as follows: 





Section 1. The attached intergovernmental agreement addressing the disbursement of SPLOST proceeds among Gordon County, the City of Calhoun, the City of Fairmount, the City of Plainville, the City of Ranger and the City of Resaca, and other related matters is hereby approved. 





Section 2. The Mayor of the City of Calhoun is authorized to execute the intergovernmental agreement on behalf of the City of Calhoun, and affix the seal of the City thereto. 




















Section 3. All resolutions, or parts of resolutions, in conflict herewith are repealed.

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND SECTION 2 OF ORDINANCE NUMBER 704 AS CODIFIED AT SECTION 86-34 OF THE CODE OF CALHOUN, GEORGIA WITH RESPECT TO HOTEL-MOTEL EXCISE TAX AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES. 





	THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CALHOUN, GEORGIA, HEREBY ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS: 





	SECTION 1: Section 86-34 of the Code of the City of Calhoun, Georgia, entitled "Tax rate", is hereby amended by deleting said section in its entirety and substituting the following in lieu thereof: 





"Sec. 86-34(a) Tax rate. 





	( a) There shall be paid for every occupancy of a guestroom in a hotel 


	in the city a tax at the rate of five percent of the amount of rent, unless an 	exemption is provided under section 86-35. 





	(b) The proceeds of this tax shall be used in accordance with .O.C.G.A. Section 	48-13-51(a)(3)." 





	SECTION 2: All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed. 





	SECTION 3: This ordinance shall be effective as of the date of its passage by the Mayor and 





Council of the City of Calhoun, Georgia.
