Public Hearings and Comments:

Mayor Palmer gave a second reading of a taxi license request by Luis A. Garcia with a business address of 1308 Hwy 41 North.
· Mayor Pro Tem Crowley made a motion to approve the taxi license request of Luis A. Garcia subject to proper signage on the vehicles, insurance, and other requirements as stated on application.  The motion was second by Councilman Edwards with all voting affirmatively, motion carried.

Mayor Palmer stated the Calhoun Fire Department received all bids for the addition to Station #2 on Richardson Road.
