Mayor Palmer opened the public hearing of a beer & wine pouring request by Derrick Williams for Dukes Wings & Seafood, LLC with a location of 607 Court Street.
· Mayor Palmer explained that due to the distance between Mr. Williams Dukes Wings & seafood, LLC, located at 607 Court Street and the nearest residence 91 feet, and the Calhoun High School property 573 feet, that beer and wine could not be served.  (See Article III. Operating Regulations for Licensed Establishments (a) and (c).
