GORDON COUNTY EXPANDS  
R.E.A.C.H. FOR CHARITY 

 
 
The City of Calhoun and Gordon County Fire Departments, City of Calhoun Recycling Center 
along with Gordon Hospital have partnered with the Georgia Firefighters Burn Foundation (GFBF) 
to expand a statewide aluminum can recycling initiative.  
 
Project R.E.A.C.H. is an initiative that began as a fundraiser in 1989 where citizens could donate 
aluminum cans to GFBF for recycling and keep aluminum out of area landfills.  Well over 4 million 
pounds of aluminum have been recycled since inception. 
 
The City of Calhoun and Gordon County Fire Departments already served as drop sites in Calhoun 
for many years.  Both departments collectively contributed just over $4,700 dollars in recycling 
from 2013-2015.   
 
The expansion of R.E.A.C.H. in Calhoun to four drop site locations is the result of Gordon Hospital 
and the City of Calhoun Recycling Center joining the recycling initiative.  “We look forward to the 
community supporting GFBF by donating their aluminum cans in the receptacles around town to 
increase participation from this area”, said Clay Brown, City of Calhoun Fire Department 
Firefighter.  Brown is also one of many GFBF volunteers who serve as the liaison overseeing the 
recycling initiative for the fire department. 
 
The local community can get involved in supporting this recycling initiative by using the can trailer 
receptacles located at:  City of Calhoun Recycling Center, 215 Maple Street;  Gordon County Fire 
Department Station 1, 400 Bellwood Road;  City of Calhoun Fire Department Station 1,  327 S. 
Wall Street;  and Gordon Hospital, 1080 Red Bud Road. 
 
Receptacles are provided for aluminum can deposits only. All aluminum cans should be removed 
from plastic bags and placed into the receptacle. Plastic and other materials are prohibited.  
 
The acronym stands for “Recycling Every Aluminum Can Helps” and proceeds from the recycling 
initiative benefit programs for burn survivors and firefighters. The initiative is largely supported by 
fire departments and communities across the State of Georgia with approximately 70 trailer 
locations.   
  
GFBF is a non-profit organization whose mission is to partner with the fire service and burn care 
community, support burn care facilities in Georgia, and assist burn survivors in their recovery.
