8. Old Business: 
A. Motion needed to approve/deny a resolution authorizing the execution of an installment sale agreement and other documents relating to the purchase, construction and equipping of the new 14,000 square foot police headquarters facility, which will be for the use and benefit of the citizens of Calhoun.

B. Second reading of an ordinance to amend, strike or change certain articles, divisions and sections of Chapter 14, Animals, to provide the public with confidence in their individual safety, as well as, the human and ethical treatment of certain classifications of animals either owned or possessed by municipal residents, or otherwise found or located within the city limits. Public hearing scheduled for July 24, 2017.
C. Motion to approve/deny Special Event Permit for United Way of Gordon County Young Leaders Society, in association with the Downtown Development Authority (DDA) and Wall Street Grille. This permit is in addition to the Special Event Permit to allow the provision of alcohol by Wall Street Grille, currently holding a valid Class B beer and wine license for on-premise consumption. Wall Street Grille has applied for their Alcohol Special Event permit with the Georgia Department of Revenue and expects to receive the approved permit pending City approval.
