A. Second reading of an annexation and zoning request of R-1, for.23 acres, at a location of 124 Dogwood Drive, by Charles and Nancy Claxton. The Zoning Advisory Board meeting is scheduled for February 7th at 4:30 p.m. and the public hearing is scheduled for February 11th at 7:00 p.m.

B. Second reading of a wine pouring license request by Taco House, at a location of 803 South Wall Street. The store manager is Steve Bayzid. Eligible for public hearing on February 11th.

C. Second reading of a beer and wine package license request by Pilot Travel Center #4558, at a location of 2111 US Hwy. 41 NE.  The store manager is Kimberly Hayes. Eligible for public hearing on February 11th.

8. New Business:

A. The Downtown Development Authority requests street closings in connection with the Annual BBQ Boogie & Blues Special Event.  The professional BBQ competitors will be in Downtown to set up for the competition on Thursday, April 25, 2019.  This will require that the short block of King Street between Court Street and Oothcalooga Street be limited access only.  This block will remain closed until Saturday, April 27th at 9:00pm.  In addition to this short block closure, they are also requesting the section of Park Avenue from Harlen Street to Oothcalooga Street be closed/limited access only from Friday afternoon at 1:00pm until Saturday at 7:00pm.  Permission requested to completely close the section of Court Street from King Street to Wall Street on Friday, April 26th from 3:00pm until 700pm Saturday, April 27th(subject to GDOT approval).
B. Special Event Permit and road closure request by the Relay for Life Planning Committee to close Trammel Street from North Piedmont Street to North Wall Street and North Piedmont Street from the corner of East Line Street to the corner of Trammel Street for Relay for Life 2019. Closing times would be from 1 pm until 11 pm Friday, May 3, 2019.
C. Special Event Permit request for United Way of Gordon County Young Leaders Society, in association with the Downtown Development Authority (DDA) and Wall Street Catering Company. The event, titled Food Truck’s and Friends, will be held in the Depot parking lot on Friday, April 12, 2019 from 5:30PM to 9:30 PM. This permit is in association with the Special Event Permit for United Way of Gordon County Young Leaders Society and the DDA, to allow the provision of alcohol by Wall Street Catering Company, currently holding a valid Class B beer and wine license for on premise consumption. Wall Street Catering Company will apply for their Alcohol Special Event permit with the Georgia Department of Revenue upon City approval.
