Mayor Pro Tem Palmer will inquire if any member of the Council needs to file a disclosure statement regarding any ownership or special interest they may have in any of the items to be considered.

A.) 2nd reading of the zoning change request filed by Haley Stephens as Agent for Mary Will Stephens for property off Kent Lane, lying on the east and west of Cambridge Court, currently zoned R-2, with a request to rezone to R-1 for single family housing.  Open the public hearing with a report from Harrison regarding advertising, placement of signs, and notification to adjoining property owners.  Report of the zoning advisory board; general comments; closure of the public hearing.  (May be approved, denied, or held for further readings.  If approved, the 3rd and 4th readings must be waived.)

B.) A 2nd reading of the annexation and new zoning request of Haley Stephens, Agent for Mary Will Stephens, for lots immediately behind those previously mentioned, fronting on the east and west side of Cambridge Court, with a request to be zoned R-1, for single family housing.  Open public hearing. Report of Harrison regarding advertising, notice to adjoining property owners, and placement of signs.  Report of Zoning Advisory Board.  General comments.  Closure of hearing.  (May be approved, denied, or held for an additional reading.  If approved, must have the 3rd and 4th readings waived.)
