There will also be a third public hearing at the Depot Community Room, 109 South King Street on September 9, 2024 at 6:30 P.M. The tentative increase will result in a millage rate of 3.5 mills, an increase of 0.3 mills.

8. Old Business:

A. Second reading of a zoning change request from R-2 to C-2 for 2.53 acres, at a location of Mauldin Road, being parcel C33-077, by Sankat 1, LLC. The Zoning Advisory Board meeting will be held on September 5th and the public hearing held on September 9th.

B. Second reading of an ordinance to amend certain sections of Part II – Code of Ordinances, Appendix A – Zoning, Article XIV – Zoning Procedures and Hearings, Section 14.6 – Sign requirements for posted notice, to eliminate the sign size of 36 X 36, to allow for more standard sizes to be utilized. The public hearing will be on September 9th.

C. Second reading of an ordinance to amend certain sections of Part II – Code of Ordinances, Appendix A – Zoning, Article VI. – General Provisions, Section 6.5 – Required Buffers, changing setback requirements. The public hearing will be on September 9th.
