7. Old Business:

A. Second reading of a monument sign variance request of 10 SF, to vary from 25 SF to 35 SF for 8.67 acres, located at 265 Lovers Lane SE (C67-001), by Duplicates Inc/Signs & Big Graphics, on behalf of The Fountains of Calhoun. The Zoning Advisory Board meeting will be held July 13th and the public hearing July 17th.

B. Second reading of an annexation and zoning request of R-1 for 0.65 acre located at 107 Linda Lane (055-229), by David Prater. The Zoning Advisory Board meeting will be held July 13th and the public hearing July 17th.

C. Second reading of a zoning change request from C-2 to R-2 for 23.60 acres at a location of Porch Loop (C73-003), by Mission New Value Group LLC. The Zoning Advisory Board meeting will be held July 13th and the public hearing July 17th.

D. Second reading of a sign variance request of 128 SF of sign area, from 180 SF to 308 SF for an illuminated sign, for 51.30 acres located at 962 Union Grove Road (C58-062), by Seefried Properties. The Zoning Advisory Board meeting will be held July 13th and the public hearing July 17th.

E. Second reading of proposed updates to the 2022 General Government Fee Schedule Resolution and the 2022 Utilities Rate Resolution. Proposed updates for General Government include increases to various fees and addition of new fees for the Department of Code Enforcement and Community Development, a change to cremation cemetery space size, a change to the Taxicab and Limousine Operators application, an increase in application fees for Pawnbrokers, updates to the provisions for Firearm Dealers, and updates to the provisions for Hypnotists, Handwriting Analysts, and Fortune Tellers. Proposed updates for Calhoun Utilities include a 3.5% rate increase for water and sewer rates, with the possibility of future rate increases to offset treatment expenses related to emerging contaminants, as determined by the Utilities Administrator. 8. New Business:

A. First reading of a beer, wine and liquor package license request at a location of 514 South Wall Street, Unit #B, by Paramdeep Shehrawat dba Jack & Coke Package, LLC. Mr. Shehrawat is the owner and will also serve as the store manager. Eligible for adoption July 24th.

B. First reading of an ordinance to amend Appendix A – Zoning, Article X-Sign Ordinance, Section 10.7 Freestanding signs, to increase maximum square footage on certain streets primarily zoned commercial/industrial within the city. Eligible for a public hearing July 24th.

C. First reading of an ordinance to amend Chapter 82, Article II – Street Design and Construction Standards, to increase minimum right-of-way, travel lane widths and curb and gutter. Eligible for a public hearing July 24th.

D. Motion to designate the movement of $750,000 from General Fund pooled cash to restricted cash in the renewal and replacement account for intersection improvements at Dews Pond/Curtis Parkway and road improvements to Curtis Parkway.  These funds will be appropriated in FY 2024 for road construction.

E. Motion to designate the movement of $500,000 from General Fund pooled cash to restricted cash in the renewal and replacement account for planned renovations to the historic post office building at 200 North Wall Street.  These funds will be appropriated in FY 2024 for construction costs.

F. Motion to designate the movement of $50,000 from General Fund pooled cash to restricted cash in the renewal and replacement account for planned renovations to the new Fire Administration building at 325 South Wall Street.  These funds will be appropriated in FY 2024 for construction costs.
G. Employee Personnel Policy update proposal to add two additional sick leave days, and to allow for unused sick leave to accumulate up to 240 total hours.  If approved, effective date set for July 1, 2023.
