7. Public Hearing and Comments:

8. Old Business: 
A. Second reading of a building set back variance request of 15 feet, to reduce the minimum distance from 30 feet to 15 feet, at a location of GC56-229, at Erwin Street and South Wall Street, by LIDL US Operations, LLC.  The Zoning Advisory Board meeting is scheduled for August 10, 2017.

B. Motion needed to approve/deny the Rivers to Ridge Trail Master Plan (Plan). The Master Plan and implementation strategy is a joint venture with the City and Gordon County, through grant funding from the Appalachian Regional Commission. 
9. New Business: 
A. The Recreation Commission is recommending Julie Jones for consideration as a commission member for a term of six years, expiring June 30, 2022, to replace Scott Fletcher whose term expired on June 30, 2017. The Commission is requesting approval/denial prior to their next scheduled meeting on August 9, 2017.
B. Motion to approve/deny a School Resource Officer Agreement between the City of Calhoun and the Calhoun City Schools. This would be a formal agreement based on services already being provided by the City of Calhoun Police Department.

C. Parade request on the traditional route for the Gordon Central Homecoming Parade on Thursday, September 7th  starting at 7:00 p.m. (May be approved/denied, subject to GDOT approval)

D. Motion needed to approve/deny an Intergovernmental Agreement for Water Distribution between the City of Calhoun and Pickens County, changing the minimum gallons of water per day from 0.5 MGD to 0.4 MGD, and to increase the cost per thousand gallons from the current $1.60 to $1.72 per thousand gallons.
E. Motion to approve/deny an update to the Calhoun Utility Rate Resolution concerning electric rates.  The change is a proposed reduction in the large industrial rate class of energy charges over 500 Hours use demand.  The effective date would be August 1, 2017.
