1. Eddie Peterson provided a history of the City of Calhoun’s efforts to obtain funding for the first development other than soccer fields for the Clarence E. Harris River Park.  He stated the City had been working on the pedestrian trails for over three years, through the ISTEA Grant Program with DOT.  He stated there had been many agencies, the Corps of Engineers, EPD, DOT, and others, which had requirements regarding the development, increasing the development period.  At this time, all but a very few of those items have been cleared and we are nearing the point of being able to start construction on the project.  Greg Sims, the architect/engineer for the project, stated the trailhead would begin at the Depot, with a pavilion, which would be designed in character with the Depot.  The trail would continue to King Street on the sidewalk, from there to Line Street, then to Harlan, and on an easement along the back of Parkland to the Moss Parkway area, and will end at a pavilion in the park area, which will be developed in character with other buildings situated in the park.  He stated the total trail will be approximately three miles in length.  He displayed several charts outlining the proposed construction.

2. Eddie Peterson reviewed other features, which would be contained in the park, such as the amphitheater and several ball fields, in addition to the soccer complex.  He stated the ball fields will be built through efforts with other grant applications and local funds.  He stated the City has received a sizable donation from the Clarence E. Harris Foundation and the total project will be funded with their donation, state grants, DOT grants and local funds.

3. The architect stated the next step, following the clearing of a couple of the last-minute hurdles required by DOT, will be letting bids.  This will be approximately a one month process and the estimated construction time will be eight to nine months, based upon the necessity of constructing through highly congested areas.  

4. There were no further comments and the public hearing was closed at approximately 3:35 P.M.
