1. Mayor Palmer called the meeting to order and welcomed everyone.
2. Mayor Palmer opened the discussion concerning the one agenda item consisting of a road closure request: Road closure request by Chris McGee with Rome Velo Cycling for a Downtown Calhoun Cycling Criterium Race on Saturday, June 21, 2014 from 3:00pm until 7:30pm.  The updated course layout and road closure request starts on Wall Street between Velo Vineyard and the Court House, travel south, turn right on Hicks Street, right on Park Avenue, right on Trammell Street, and right on Wall Street to the origination point.
3. Mr. Peterson discussed that he and Mayor Palmer, Paul Worley, Marcus Palazzolo, and Chris McGee met with Ms. Dee Corson with the Georgia Department of Transportation (GDOT) on Wednesday May 21, 2014 to discuss the road closures.  Ms. Corson stated her concerns with the request, but after discussion appropriate detours and public safety personnel were identified to get approval from GDOT.  Mr. Peterson handed out a letter (letter attached) summarizing the agreement discussed with GDOT and needed to submit it for final approval.  
4. Councilman Hammond made a motion to approve the letter presented and have it sent to GDOT.  Councilman Barton gave a second with all voting aye, motion approved.

5. Mayor Palmer stated that Suzanne Roland had an item that she wished to discuss.  Councilman Hammond made a motion to approve discussion of another item.  Councilman Barton gave a second with all voting aye, motion approved.  Suzanne explained that the City had received a letter concerning a diseased tree in front of the Library.  She said the DDA recommended the tree be removed and possibly replaced due to liability issues.  An arborist identified that the oak tree has significant root rot and is in danger of falling.  The Council agreed that it should be cut if the DDA would make that recommendation public to them.

6. Councilman Hammond made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Councilman Barton with all voting aye, motion approved.
