· Mayor Palmer gave the floor to City Administrator Worley for the 2025 Millage Rate Presentation. The City of Calhoun has proposed no change in the millage rate for 2025. The proposed millage rate remains 3.5, the same rate as set in 2024.  Mr. Worley’s presentation centered upon the low taxation rates of Calhoun compared to surrounding communities, understanding the new floating homestead exemption that protects homeowners from high reassessments, and understanding the Floating Local Option Sales Tax and how the tax protects homeowners.
