2. Mr. Jack Pyburn of Jaeger/Pyburn, Inc. of Gainesville ·gave a thirty
minute presentation. Mr. Pyburn presented a slide program of several
projects the company had underway or had completed. He reviewed the cost
per square foot of several projects the company had underway or had
completed.
