· Mayor Palmer opened the public hearing. 
· Mayor Palmer gave the floor to City Administrator Worley for the 2024 Millage Rate Presentation. Mr. Worley’s presentation centered on the inflationary growth the city has experienced in all departments, as well as special projects that are planned for the near future. 
· Upon completion of the presentation, Mayor Palmer opened the floor for public comments.

· Mr. Timothy Jones, 437 Flora Drive had a conversation with Mayor and Council regarding the proposed increase. Reasoning for the increase of .30 mills was discussed thoroughly and Mr. Jones left the public hearing with a better understanding  as to how the increase would affect overall taxes. He was also made aware that the overall millage rate for city and schools would be lower than the previous year as Calhoun City Schools has planned to take their rollback rate which will reduce the City Schools millage rate by approximately one mill. The city’s ISO rating of 3 was also discussed, with the expectation that the building of fire station 4 should decrease the ISO rating to 2, and should decrease insurance premiums for city residents.
· There were no other comments and Mayor closed the public hearing
Councilmember Edwards made a motion to adjourn.  Councilmember Denmon gave a second with all voting aye. The motion was approved and the public hearing was adjourned at 12:03 a.m.
