Mayor Palmer called the meeting to order and welcomed everyone.

Mayor Palmer asked Police Chief Gary Moss to discuss his research on purchasing a new police fleet.

Chief Moss stated that he is still recommending that the City buy the 2012 Dodge Chargers.  Chief Moss stated that Prater Ford was given an opportunity to bid the 2011 Crown Victorias, but felt like the Chargers were the best deal for the City.  The Dodge Chargers cost less, have better fuel economy, better warranty, and offer more features that the officers prefer.  One example of a preferred feature is that the Dodge Chargers light bar comes with LED lights and use less power.  An officer can turn off his car and leave his light bar on for two hours.  The City’s current cars can only last a few minutes, so officers have to leave the engine running which wastes gas.  Chief Moss also recommended getting the Chargers with V8 hemi engines.  The resale value of the V8 cars are much better than the V6 cars.

Councilman Barton made a motion to purchase the V8 Dodge Chargers based on Chief Moss’s recommendation.  Councilman Crowley gave a second with all voting aye, motion approved.
