Jim Ledbetter, City Attorney/Acting Administrator

1. Jim Ledbetter called the meeting to order and welcomed everyone.
2. Jim Ledbetter led the discussion concerning the 2018 SPLOST.  Mr. Ledbetter reviewed the Intergovernmental Agreement For The Use And distribution Of Proceeds From The 2018 Special Purpose Local Option Sales Tax For Capital outlay Projects making the follow notations:
a. The County will take actions necessary to call an election to be held in all voting precincts in the County on November 7, 2017.

b. The estimated SPLOST funds to be raised are $48,606,000, to be used for funding specified capital projects.

c. If approved in the November 7th election, the tax shall continue for a period of six (6) years with collections beginning on May 1, 2018.

d. Allocations of the SPLOST funds will be based upon percentage of population compared to total county population stipulated as follows: Gordon County (67.93%); City of Calhoun (28.83%); City of Fairmount (1.3%); City of Resaca (1.37%); and, City of Plainville (0.57%).

e. All projects associated with the Agreement shall e completed, or substantially completed, within five (5) years after the termination of the SPLOST.

f. All notices, consents, waivers, directions, requests or other instruments or communications provided for under the Agreement shall be deemed properly given when delivered to the addresses as listed in the Agreement.
3. Mr. Ledbetter asked each participating entity to review Exhibit A-1 of the Agreement and comment on their respective listed capital projects:
a. Gordon County Commissioner, Norris Sexton stated that he felt the wording should be changed pertaining to the multi-purpose public facility in order to give more detail as to the use of the building. Mr. Ledbetter also noted that it was the County’s desire to enhance recreation on the West side of the County and these plans are noted in the exhibit.
b. City of Calhoun Councilman, David Hammond, stated that Calhoun’s list of projects were unambiguous and included funds for public works, recreation, public safety, and utilities. Mayor Palmer noted that the overall budgeted monies for Calhoun included completion of the upgrades to Peters Street and a significant portion planned for recreation use, both of which he felt were beneficial to human life and something the voters would be pleased with.
c. City of Plainville Councilman, Greg Martin stated that the goal for Plainville was to get their recreation department back up and running. They also plan to do some City improvements.

d. City of Fairmount Mayor, Calvin Watts stated that the majority of their funds would go to expanding their sewer lines. The sewer plant is currently at one quarter capacity or less and expanding and improving the sewer lines was a matter of health and safety for their citizens. They also plan to make improvements to recreation. 

e. City of Resaca Mayor, Samuel Allen stated that they are currently running new sewer lines through proceeds from a loan/grant from the FDA. Proceeds from the 2018 SPLOST monies will partially pay back these loans. They also plan to build a new town hall in the center of town, as well as needed work on roads and streets.

f. Gordon County Commissioner, Chad Steward stated that the Commissioners had worked hard to try and ensure joint projects and good working relationships between Gordon County and all of the Cities. He also noted that the County chose to stay with the population percentages, even though this decreased the funds for Gordon County. He stated that we were all a part of Gordon County and any improvements done in the respective cities would only improve Gordon County as a whole. He also noted that he wanted everyone to be pleased with the outcome of the process.

4. The work session was adjourned and no official action was taken during the work session.
