The City of Calhoun staffs and directs the operations at the River Street
recreation facility and Clarence E. Harris River Park. The City continues
developing 585 acres off of McDaniel Station Road, which will eventually
be linked to the existing River Street Park. We have 11 full-time employees
and approximately 21 part-time and seasonal employees. Currently, the
department provides programs for approximately 2,400 children ages 5-
14, and the program for adults averages approximately 1,025
participants. The Calhoun Recreation Department serves over 30,000
citizens annually. This includes walkers, bicycle riders, and playground
users. With over 125 acres, there is some green space for everyone.
